Let’s Talk about Global Issues!: This course is aimed to provoke challenging discussions about current national and global
issues - from Korean reunification to the refugee crisis in the Middle East. The class will take a problem-solving approach;
students will both analyze existing measures as well as work together to pose their own solutions. Further, so that
students can gain skills practice in a variety of discussion techniques, the topics will be handled in various ways, including
brainstorming, small and large group discussion, panel discussion, individual or group presentations, and debate.

Oj= =zfot2 2= E0{(Modern Family): Through watching the popular American TV show Modern Family, we will
explore and discuss American culture and language. Students will watch the first season of Modern Family on their own

outside of class, and will review selected scenes for discussion in class. The slang, idioms, and casual English used in each
episode will be discussed, explored, and used by students in class. Students will also discuss the cultural elements within
the show, and have an opportunity to expand their understanding of various American subcultures. At the end of this
course, students will have a much deeper understanding of Modern Family, and be able to discuss it, along with the
cultural elements presented in the show, with a native English speaker with greater ease and comfort.

Book Club: Book Club is designed for English Learners L4-L6. With about 20 pages of assigned reading per class, our goal
is to dive in and drink deeply from this story. We welcome all lovers of books to enjoy this class together!

Practicing English through Play (PEP): English language learners in Korea often struggle to find immersive environments
and situations in which to practice their developing language skills. Through the focused use of roleplay both in the
classroom and out in the real world, students in this course will become more comfortable using the English they already
know, and acquire new functional language skills. Students in this course will also develop a deeper understanding of the
natural ebb and flow of English conversation.

Business English and Writing(BEW): Students will be able to effectively communicate in professional settings and will be
able to transmit coherent and thorough messages through various mediums. They will demonstrate mastery of
competencies for professional practices and etiquette. Students will be able to compose professional diction and will
become familiar with multiple forms of writing used in companies and organizations.
